Employee Health Policy Requirements

(Use Health Code 511-6-11 pages 34-42 to supplement these requirements)

Know the 5 symptoms

1) Diarrhea

2) Vomiting

3) Jaundice (yellowing of skin due to Hepatitis
infection)

4) Lesions that are bleeding or contain pus
5) Sore throat with fever

Know the 6 diseases

1) nontyphoidal Salmonella

2) Typhoid Fever (caused by Salmonella Typhi)
3) Shigella spp.

4) Shiga toxin-producing Escherichia coli

5) Norovirus

6) Hepatitis A virus

Employee must report ALL 5 symptoms and ALL 6
diseases to the person in charge.

Person in charge must exclude/restrict employees
who report symptoms/diseases from work area.

(Use Health Code pages 34-42 to make the right decision when
excluding/restricting employees.)

Person in charge must report the symptom Jaundice
and ALL 6 diseases to the Health Department.
